Hazrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad came at the turn of the
1hth Century (Hegira) as the Great Ordained Mujaddid
to re-establish the predominance of Islam in the world.

Hazrat Mirza Sahib named his followers "Ahmadi' after
the Holy Prophet's Jamali (beautiful) name "Ahmad".

No verse of the Holy Quran has been abrogated nor
shall ever be agbrogated.

venerable.

It is spirituallyconducive to our faith to believe
in the Islamic missions of all Mujaddids.

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THE TWC PROPHESTES

The Messenger of Allah (may peace and blessings of Allah by upon him)
made two prophecies which have found their way to the very base of the struct-
ure of Islamic belief, and which linked together into a simultaneous fulfill-
ment at the head of the fourteenth century A.H. of the Islamic calender.

To quote:
"Surely Allah will raise for this community at the
beginning of every century one who shall revive for

it 1s faith (Abu Dawud 36:1)

and "How would you feel when the son of Mary makes his

appearance among you, and he is your imam from
1
among yourselves (Bukhari 60:49)

While volumes have been written on these prophecies and while the
Muslims at large appear to have understood that the first prophecy refers to
the regular appearance of mujaddids (i:e, one who revives) at the head of
every century of the Muslim calender, a complete misconception, damaging to
the cause of Islam and contrary to Quranic teachings, has prevailed for cent-
uries regarding the second prophecy. On this, the belief of the orthodox
1uslim was no different from those of his Christian counterpart that Jesus,
the son of Mary, would return to earth in his selfsame bodily form and complete-
ly unaffected by the passage of time and lack of sustenance. This belief
prevailed in spite of the fact that the Hadith called the returning Messiah
"imamu - kum min - kum', i:e, '"your imam from among yourselves'. In another
Hadith of the Sahih Muslim and on the same subject, the Holy Prophet is report-
ed to have used the words '"fa amma - kum min - kum", i:e, "he (the Messiah)
shall be your imam from among yourselves'. It is also to be noted that
Bukhari further described the returning Messiah's word in the Hadith as '"'The
son of Mary will appear among you as a judge, doing justice (between people)
and he will break the Cross and kill the swine'" (Bukhari 60:49).



In relating the two descriptions of the Messiah, one needs to consider
first the regard in which these Hadith must be accepted, viz,

(i) To consider Jesus dead, according to Quranic statements and thus
accept that the Promised Messiah will be a different entity from Jesus in all
respects,

(ii) To reject all Hadith in toto (never acceptable to the majority of
fuslims), or
(iii) That the mujaddid of an age will be this very imam who will also
fulfill the prophecy of being the Promised Messiah as well as the Mahdi
("There is no Mahdi except Isa' - Ibn Majah) in the metaphorical sense.

If the Fadith are accepted as authentic, then the evident conclusions
are:
(a) that the Messiah must be a contemporary of his people at the time
of his advent (""he is your imam from among yourself') and (b) that his app-
earance will herald his victorious onslaught against Christianity which

must, at this time, be assailing Islam on all quarters. In addit ion, he
would "kill the swine''. That the '"swine" are people whose spiritual degradat-
ion has made them worthy of this description is made amply clear in the loly
Quran:

"Say: Shall I inform you of (him who is) worse than this 1in retribution
from Allah? (Worse is he) whom Allah has cursed and brought his wrath upon,
and of whom He made apes and swine, and he who served the devil; these are
worse of place and more erring from the straight path'. (5:60)

Thus while facts spoke that it would not be Jesus himself who would
return, but rather that the imam of that time would be this Messiah, it took
this Imam and Messiah himself to drive this point home to the world vhen,
upon his advent, he pronounced Jesus as having died at the age of 120 vears
and that his grave was still to be found preserved in Srinagar, Kashmir, and
that it was he, Mirza Chulam Ahmed of Oadian, who was the Promised Messiah
and the mujaddid of the Fourteenth Century lligira. That he had "broken the
Cross" was left in no doubt by his valiant defence of Islam against Christian
attacks and his counterattack and destruction of their arguments. He also
"killed the swine' as he proceeded to refurbish Islam and silence the clarmour
of the detractors around him. His followers continued this crusade and carried
the message of Islam to all corners of the globe; they too were confronted with
the task of "killing the swine' as they tackled and silenced the opposition
on all sides. But the light lit by the great Imam continues its dazzling growth
and will not be abated until the sun of Islam does finally rise from the Vest.

SAID THE HOLY PROPLET

MASIH MAWOOD DAY

The Masih Mamood Day was celebrated by the Ahmadiyya Anjuman Ishaat-i-
Islam on the evening of 24th May, 1975, at its Bau Street Headquarters.
Approximately 400 people attended the gathering.

The meeting commenced with a Quran Tilawat by the Pesh Imam,Mr.M.H.Ashraf
Khan. After the welcome and introduction by the President, Mr. G.N.Dean, a
speech was given by Mr. A.H.Sahu Khan of Ba. lir. Sahu Khan spoke on how various
organisations arose to attack and belittle Islam. Prominent among these were
the Arya Samaj and the Christians., It was at this time that Mirza Ghulam Ahmed
of Qadian arose in defence of Islam and dealt his enemies a death blow. Mirza
Sahib wrote and published his book on the truth of Islam and for which the
learned of Hindustan praised him highly. It was only when he claimed that he
was Mujjadid of the Fourteenth Century that the Muslim world arose against
him. The situation was further aggravated when he further claimed that Christ
was dead and that he, Mirza Ghulam Ahmed, was the Second Coming of Jesus. But
his success was assured as was the success assured to Holy Prophet Muhammad.

This was then followed by a speech by Maulana Hafiz Sher Muhammad.
Maulana Sahib expounded on the Hadith of the Mijjadids. Pe explained the hist-
ory and meaning of Hadith and demonstrated how the Hadith of the Mujjadids was
vouchsafed by all the various ulemah of the two great sects of Islam - the
Ahle Sunnat and the Shia. Maulana Sahib then explained the difference between
a Mujjadid and a Prophet and that there was a Hadith to say that the Mujjadids
would be likened to the Prophets of Israel. He further gave a history of how
groups and organisations arose in bitter opposition to Islam and that it was
only when Mirza Ghulam Ahmed arose in Qadian that the tide was stemmed and
reversed. He destroyed the various myths that had arisen in Islam and also
destroyed the myths proposed by others - the Christians witnessed the destruct-
ion of the myth that Jesus was alive when the Srinagar grave was disclosed. The
Arya Samajists' various claims were brought to naught., Mirza Sahib preached
that there was no compulsion in Islam and that a recital of the First Kalimah
was sufficient to make one a Muslim,

Maulana Sahib then gave a brief history of how a similar uprising against
Islam was stifled in Fiji by the despatch of Mirza Muzafar Begg from India.

This was followed by a dua by Mr. A.Wahid Khan. A dinner was then
served.

SPIRITUAL LUNINARY CF SCIENTIFIC ERA

A BIOGRAPHY OF HAZRAT MIRZA GHULAM AHMAD

Unkown and unfamiliar, removed from the world of bustling activity and
lulled 1in the calmness of Nature's serenity, lay a pretty little hamlet,
Qadian, in the district of Gurdaspur. Till in the year 1836, that is right in
to the middle of the era when stark materialism enamoured human thought and
ideology and Islam lay bleeding at the hands of its external and internal foes,
it became the cradling abode of a child whose emergence as a spiritual luminary
in the later years shook the entire world of religions out of their slumberous
deadliness.

Born of a Persian ancestry, the child saw the prime of his life rather
peaceful, polite, calm and recluse. His mingling with co-children was few and
far between. Books were the beloved and meditation his past time hobby. The
early education he received through privately appointed tutors. He read text
books of Arabic, Persian and Urdu. While at the dawn of his youth, his father
Mirza Ghulam Murtaza wanted his son to be a helping hand in the practical
business of life. But nothing was more abominable than the mundane affairs
to the son. The father's anxiety knew no bounds. Dejected and disappointed,
he bid the son leave for Sialkat to take up a Govermment service. Willy-nilly,
the son had to obey. It was the year 1864, but little was the effect upon his
predilective temper by his environmental change-over. No sooner would he wind
up his official drudgery, then he would plunge himself into the bay of knowle-
dge and books. Theology constituted the subject-matter of his study. In this
way passed four years of his life. Incidentally, it was during his stay at
Sialkot, that he came across the Christian missionaries for the first time.

In 1868, he was recalled by his father. Eight year hence his father expired.
Religiosity, in him, started growing by leaps and bounds. He then Started
devoting most of his times in the lonely study of the Holy Quran and the
religious literature. He read vigorously.

The scurrilous and vituperative Christian propaganda against Islam,
which was then widely rampant in the British India, with Batala as its centre
of gravity, was the most agonising spectacle for him. His blood boiled at
this and his return from Sialkot marked the active refutation on his part of
the Christian clerical falsities. Yet it was not the singular direction where-
from crucial onslaught upon Islam was coming forth. There were the Arya
Samajists, the Brahmo Samajists, who had positively combined themselves to
take up cudgels against Islam; the state of affairs within the house of Islam
was even worse to talk of. There was the Naturalist group who would look into
everything with a Western goggle put on, to whom the touchstone for all virtues
and vices was the We~tern civilization, and at times they would even find
themselves overcome by inferiority complex to be called as Muslims. On the
other extreme there stood the orthodox Mullas, to whom religion meant a heap
of dogmas, who had kept the house of Islam divided into water-tight compart-
ments. The juncture was of a throttling melodrama. None except the man on
whom was reposed the divine mantle of Reformation, took up this challenge in
the right earnest. He declared himself as the Reformer of the Era in 1882.

The throbbing of his heart was attuned to the singular desire to seeing the



triumphant spectacle of Islam. With this burning desire, he produced the third
Part of his voluminous work 'Brahin-i-Ahmadiya' in the same year. The syllogistic
way of establishing the superiority of Islam through the searchlight of reason,
nade this book to rank as the unsurpassed asset in the theological literature
of Islam. Till then he was having a peacful and smooth sailing. Nobody contest-
ed his claim of being God-inspired. It was not until the vear 1890 that his
claim of Messiahship fell as a bomb-shell upon the whole of the Muslim community
While fighting single-handed with the powerful adversary of Islam, his own
people stood up to hit him from the back. Most pitiable and baffling spectacle
indeed! His erstwhile admirers were now turned to hurl upon him the wunwhole-
some epithets of 'Impostor' and 'Arch-heretic'. But personal affronts never
envoked the avenging temper in him. He was pelted, abused and traduced, but
never did the idea of paying in the like coin cross his mind. "They abuse me
and I pray for them'". he would politely react. With that was opened a new
chapter of his life. In thc midst of the heavy odds and harrassments, he sat
calmly and started depicting the higher and more sublime aspect of Jehad-namely
wielding the pen in the defence, elevation and propagation of Islam. He wrote
fabulously. While, till then, hc was able to write eight hundred pages, in the
rest of his seventecen years of life, he wrote as many as seven thousand pages.
fie wrote in Arabic and Persian as much as in Urdu with the freedom and ease of
a native. His language is easy, feelings oceanic, and thought profound, sprin-
kled by varied and lucid similes. lliis elocuence has the torrential flow of a
tropical rain. But the art of his writing does not have a Mere purposeless
wondering. iiis is an art didactically aimed at the spiritual cnlightenment

of the world.

lits multifarious occupations in pursuit of the divine mission consisted
in cntertaining guests, educating disciples, satisfying enquirers, writing
panphlets, books and letters - and last, but not the least, preparing a com-
nunity of people around him, enkindling their hearts with the love and thirst
for the propagation of Islam. And it was this galaxv of devoters who wvere to
inherit the sacred task of their master. Thus the ball was set rolling and
the path sct ablaze. That drew nigh the time for the master to depart. In the
morning of the 26th May, 1908, he succumbed to a small illness. The world of
his restless pre-occupations sank into eternal silence. What could not be
silenced, however, is the spirit of his clarion call - "Back to Quran' and
"Back to Huhammad'.

Here is how the news of his passing away was carried by a conservative
papcr of Amritsar: '"The man, who for thirty long years has been a storm and
an earthquake for the religious world, whose two fists were electric batteries,
in whose fingers were entwined the wires of a resolution, - he, Mirza Ghulam
Ahmad of Qadian, has passed away."

THE IDEAL OF MANIOOD -

History has on record several ideals of '"Marhood' as the legacy of deffer-
ent human groups. We have for example, the I'ellenic ideal with its erphasis on
intellectual excellence, the liebraic ideal with its love for action, the Persian
ideal with its preference for physical force, the ioman ideal with its keenness
for vigorous living, the Islamic ideal with its faith in creative living chival-
ric ideals with its love of adventure, the Renaissance ideal with the deep interest
in rich living. )

THE MUJADDID : MASTH MAWOOD
{Renovator) : (Promised Messiah) -

It is believed and accepted that Kazrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad, the Founder
of the Ahmadiyya !fovement was born in the year 1835. He was the son of Mirza
Ghulam !"urtada of Persian Origin. Ee was born and settled in Qadian. Fe was,
from his very young days, always very fond of and devoted at all possille times,
after his day's work, to the reading of the Holy Quran. In 1886, after his
father's decath, he devoted himself completely to the cause of Islam, In about
the year 1875, . ‘Gombay, Indian, a new sect had taken birth amongst the
Hindus known as the Arya Samaj. The founder being Swami Dayananda Sarasvati.
By this time this sect, with the Brahmo Samaj and the ‘combined efforts of the
majority of.the Christian sects, had commenced a series of attacks on Islam,
and it was Hazrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad alone who took up his pen in defence
not only to refute all the false allegations and objections raised by them but
also to clear all the slanderous accusations made. His first and renowned
book, in 4 volumes, was published in about 1884. It was in 1880 that Allah
had shown him the truth that he was the Mujaddid (Peformer) of the 14th Cent-
ury (ijrah) and duly appointed to defend and propagate the cause of Islam.
The publication of this book created a tremendous impression on the Muslims
of India as a whole. They loved the author for his piety and righteousness
and for his unbelieveable single handed stand against all the combined efforts
of the opponents of Islam. To announce this respect for this one man, the
famous llaulvi lMuhammed HNussain of Batala, the lcader of Ahl Eadith, wrote:-
“In our opiniorn, this book, in this age and in view of the present circumst-
ances, 1s such that the like of it has not been written up to this time in
Islam, and nothing can be said about the future; Allah may bring about another
affair after this. Its author, too, has proved himself firm in helping the
cause of Islam, with his property, with his pen and tongue and with his per-
sonal religious experience, to such an extent that an example of it is rarely
met with arong the Muslims who have gone before. If any one looks upon these
words of ours as an Asiatic exaggeration, let hinm point out to us at least
one such book as has in it such ferceful .refutation of all classes of opponents
of Islam, especially the Arya Samaj, and let him give us the addresses c¢f two
or threce persons, the helpers of the cause of Islam, who, besides helping
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Islam with their properties and their persons and their pens and their tongues,
have also come forward with their religious experience and have proclaimed,

as against the opponents of Islam and the deniers of revelation, the manly
challenge, that whoever doubted the truth of revelation, might come to them
and witness the truth thereof, and who have made non-Muslims taste of the
same'". It is not to be forgotten that Hazrath Mirza Ghulam Ahmad himself be-
longed to the Hanafi School of thought. It was not until 1888 that a Jamaat
had to be formed for the main purpose of defending Islam, and each person who
entered this Jamaat as a member was only asked to declare that his religion
was to prevail over all his worldly matters. Religion, at all costs, was to be
held above the world and most sacred.

Until about 1890, Hazrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad was held in such high esteem
and respect by all the Muslims and that if he had so desired to maintain per-
sonal fame, popularity and high dignity, he could have retained these; but he
had a mission, as all other Mujaddids and Muhaddaths had their respective miss-
ions before him. He could under no circumstances ramain silent about directions
from the Almighty Allah. He was directed to announce that it was disclosed to
him that Jesus Christ was dead and that the Messiah whose advent was promised
to the Muslims was only to be a Mujaddid of this century and that this Prophecy
was fulfilled in his own person. And he further declared that the belief that
the coming Mahdi would propagate Islam at the point of the sword was also a
mistaken belief for such a belief was absolutely against the teachings of
the Holy Quran, which said, "There is no compulsion in religion" (2:256). He
declared that Islam was to be propagated through the world and this through
arguments and reasoning in relation to the spiritual force and was not at all
related to physical compulsion as had been erroneously believed amongst the
Musliims.

Can any sane person at this stage say that this person was desirous of
personal fame and popularity?. In fact, wi:at he announced after receiving
directions from Almighty Allah, created a storm of opposition, and in the eyes
of ordinary persons, ruined his reputation and fame. Did the Muslims, who had
listened to this scholarly arguments and reasons and considered him as the
Champion of the age for Islam, have any further respect for him? Instead,
curses were hurled against him, accusations unprecedented were directed
against him, hostility from all sides were created against him, yet he was
not shaken or concerned about his own person. He tolerated all for the sake
of Islam for he knew what Allah had directed and knew full well that Allah
was bound to give ultimate triumph as long as he remained consistent with
the true teachings of the Holy Quran and on the path led by our beloved Holy
Prophet Muhammad (Peace and blessings of Allah be: upon him). Every turn
Hazrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad took was never for self aggrandisement, popularity
or praise. He sacrified all for the sake of Islam and did «l11 in his power
to glorify the dignity of the Holy Quran and the Holy Prophet Muhammad (Peace
and blessings of Allah be upon him) and Islam as a whole. The efforts made by
this Mujaddid is not unknown to the world. He created a great missionary
force that migrated all over the world to preach the truth of Islam. His
efforts were not meagre, he himself wrote 85 books not only for the propagat-
jon of Islam but also in defence to clear unwarranted and false accusations
and attacks on Islam, on the Holy Quran and our beloved Holy Prophet Muhammad
(Peace and blessings of Allah be upon him). By these, he creatzsd an unprecedent-
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ed tempest and cyclone. He shook the world and the tremor was such that the
entire false edifices erected against Islam,whether created by others or by
Mullas themselves, were demolished. The Muslim world may not wish to give him
credit (which he never sought) but yet no one can truthfully deny that the
true light that has been shown to the world as far as Islam is concerned in
the present age was in fact kindled by this great Mujaddid and Muhaddath of
the 14th century. The unprecedented examples set by the Holy Prophet (Peace
and blessings of Allah be upon him) in giving unparalleled obedience to the
Commands of Allah, as contained in the Holy Quran, remains unique. Naturally,
it was expected that these will be obeyed by the followers without question

in the future. The Holy Quran directed: 'O messenger, deliver that which has
been revealed to thee from thy Lord" (5:67). This injunction applied equally
to each and every Muslim. The Companions and the generations that followed did
live up to ecxpectations until certain "Mullaism', Priesthood" and "Pir Worship"
became the foundations of self-made thoughts, and these considerations prevail -
ed in majority of the instances amongst the Muslims absolutely contrary to

the express teachings of the Holy Quran. Looking back, we find that the Holy
Prophet (Peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), attracted others to Islam
with what beauties of Islam he had to offer giving each and all a living
faith spiritually, destroying all that obstructed or hindered an individual

in the meeting of his Creator. These elements became too well recongnized

by those who came into contact with the Holy Prophet (Peace and blessings of
Allah be upon him). He was a perfect model. He shunned all that was evil. He
not only translated all the teachings of the Holy Quran into action but all
his companions also followed to conform and comply with all such requirements.
With these historical facts, this great Mujaddid had nothing new to offer but
only proposed to follow and assist in arriving at the true meaning of the
verses of the Holy Quran. Misinterpretations and prejudices of the true
principles had caused fantastic misconceptions. These were either through the
i1gnorance of the so-called 'Leaders" or '"™ullas', or through the '"Mischiefs"
of those who intended to ruin Islam. Many interpretations were given of the
verses of the Holy Quran which were absolutely devoid of authority, much less
could these be supported by any of the verses of the Holy Quran. In some
instances, such were complete innovations. The 'bed-time" stories related
about our Holy Prophet (Peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) had no
historical proof. In fact such were the creations in praise that they came
into conflict with facts of history. If Allah, in accordance with Hadith
quoted above, directed the announcement of the Mujaddid of the 14th century
in the person of Hazrath Mirza Ghulam Ahmad who took up the challenge (as re-
quired of him) and did clear all these misconceptions introduced in Islam, it
should become a day for rejoicing for all those who possess any insight into
the inner struggle of the true lovers of Allah, Islam, the Holy Prophet (Peace
and blessings of Allah be upon him) and the Holy Quran. Those who profess
their faith in Islam ought to be proud to have their faith confirmed, but
alas, 1t is the ungrateful Muslim world that created the most deplorable

state of affairs. In return for the work, the sacrifices, the labour spent
and being syent, the believers are the ones now to be expected to be thrown
out of the fold of Islam. However, those who have accepted this Mujaddid and
Muhaddath of the 14th Century are not prepared to come to any unmanly comprom-
ise to abandon the truth, and as Allah has promised, they have so far succeed-
ed and must in the future continue with their success in the true propagation



of Islam. This mission was instituted under Divine: Inspiration and as such
cannot and will not suffer distraction through the low level wranglings like
those of the "Mullas' based on petty differences whereby each "sect' takes
pride as part of their "faith" in declaring another "sect" as heretics
(Kafirs) .

The Missionaries created by this Mujaddid have founded missions all over
the world and have not only preached Islam by word of mouth but also through
newspapers, Magazines, pamphlets, radios, etc. They have translated the Holy
Quran into numerous languages with also the life of the Holy Prophet Muhammad
(Peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) and the lives of the Early Caliphate
and other important Islamic books. The researches in other Religions of the
world made by them is more than one would expect and what they have placed
before the world are facts.

In the year 1905, in the month of December, this great Saint received
intimation from High that his end was nigh. He therefore published a smail
pamphlet-known as '"Al Wassiyah'" (The Will). Under this document the Anjuman
(Society) was formed, later known as Sadar Anjuman Ahmadiyyah. In April, 1908,
he went to Lahore and was busy writing his last book '"Paigham Sulh" (Message
of Peace). He suddenly fell ill and breathed his last on his bed al 10 am.
on 26th May, 1908,

INNA LILLAHE WA INNA ILAIHE RAJEUN and the verse of the Holy Quran
applied:-

"0 Soul that art at rest, return to they Lord well pleased with Him, well
pleasing, enter among My servants and enter my Garden' (89:27-30). This
great saint, a Mujaddid and Muhaddath, not only renovated, revived and gave
a new life to the Muslims on the face of this Earth, but also gave the world
the same Islam in its pure and sublime form as had been handed to the world
by Allah through our beloved Prophet Muahmmad (Peace and blessings of Allah
be upon him). The same Islam, the perfect religion, frecd from all extraneous
matters and in its pristine purity. He, further, not only created research
missionaries in religious aspects but alsoc made every one that accepted him
as the Mujaddid a dynamic defender, propagator and preacher of the same
faith and in the same form, vitality and vigour as had been inherited by the
ifaithful from our beloved Prophet Muhammad (Peace and blessings of Allah be
upon him), the Final and the Seal of the Prophets (33:40) in the form he
'‘Prophet Muhammed) hud this religion perfected on him (5:3) in the final words
of Allah as contained in the Holy Quran for the good and guidance of the
entire humanity, which says, "This book, there is no doubt in it, is a guide
to those who keep their duty'" (2:2). In regard to the Holy Quran itself,

(25:1) and naturally why not a warner to all the nations when he was appoint-
ed as Messenger of Allah to all" O mankind, Surely I am the messenger of
Allah to you all" (7:158). As such, he was undoubtedly a mercy to the World
"And we have not sent thee but as a Mercy to the Nations" (21:107). Since our
Holy Prophet (Peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) was intended to be
the bearer of good news and a warner to mankind "And we have not sent thee
but as a bearer of good news and as a warner to all mankind" (34:28), there
was no doubt in the mind of this Mujaddid that a Missionary force was essent-
ial and necessary to carry out these injunctions, and with this aim, he
created his Jamaat and this Jamaat is, as expected and intended, continues
and will continue to carry out the commands of Allah at all costs.

FFTER-LIFE AR IMAGE OF THE PRESENT LIFE

The Holy Quran has described three important points in connection with
the next life.

First, it has repeatedly explained that the life after death is not a new
life but only an image and manifestation of this life. Thus it says"%

"And We have in this very life bound the effects of a man's deeds
about his neck, and these hidden effects shall We bring to light
on the day of resurrection in the form of a book wide open."

(Bani Israil, versel 4)

The word Tair used in this verse should be particularly noticed. Tair
literally means a bird and is here used metaphorically to signify the actions
of men, for every action, whether good or bad, takes flight like a bird. The
bliss or burden which a person feels in the performance of an action passes
away, but it leaves its good or bad impression upon the heart. The Holy Quran
has disclosed the important truth that every act makes a mysterious impression
upon the heart. Every action of a man is, in fact, followed by an action of
God which imprints good or bad effect not only upon the heart but also upon
the hands, the feet the ears the eyes, etc., of the doer. This book which re-
cords every action, and hidden from the human eye, is being prepared in this
lifec shall show itself clearly in the next. Referring to the heavenly life,
the Holy Word says elsewhere"

"On that day the light of faith which is even here granted to the
faithful men and women shall be seen clearly running before them
P 3 4 1"
and on their right hands. Al-Hadid, verse 13
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With regard to the wicked, the Holy Book savs:

"Your desires and passions turn you away (from the search of the
next life) until you are consigned to grave. (Do not be so engros-
sed with the cares of this world, for) you shall soon know that
the love of the world does not lead to good consequences; once

more I say to you that you shall soon come to know the evil con-
sequences of the love of this world. Fad you the knowledge of
certain, you could have seen hell in this life; but (in the
interval between death and ressurection) you shall surely sece

it with the eye of certainty, and at last on the day of ressurec-
tion you shall realize the truth by personally undergoing the

punishment. Al-Takasur, verse 19.

These verses leave no doubt as to the commencement of a hellish life in
this very world. The hell of the next life is prepared in this, hidden from
the human eye, but can be recognized with the knowledge of certainty, by those
who reflect upon it. Al-mighty God has here described three stages of certainty,
viz, Ilm-ul-Yaqeen or certainty by inference, Ain-ul-Yaceen, or certainty by
sight, and Haqg-ul-Yageen, or certainty by realization. A homely illustration
would perhaps make the subject more easily comprehensible. If a person sees a
column of a fire, from a distance he concludes the existence of a fire, as
nothing else can give rise to smoke. He thus obtains certainty by the inference
with regard to the presence of fire, which is called the knowledge of certainty
in the verse quoted above. But if he walks on to the place from which the smoke
rises and actually sees the flames, he obtains a knowledge with the eye which
is certainty by sight. To realize the truth of certainty he must thrust his
hand into the fire and the certainty he thus attains to is certainty by realiza-
tion. These are also the three stages of human knowledge with regard to hell.
The knowledge of certainty can be had in this wotrld by those who will, but in
the interval between death and resurrection a man sees hell with the eye of
certainty while at the day of resurrection he shall realize the truth of the
certainty by himself entering into hell.

TRIBUTE TO HAZRAT MIRZA SAHEB

Dev Nand Nath Sahai, a leader of the Brahmo Samaj,wrote: The Brahmo
Samaj Movement rose like a storm. 1In no time its branches established not
only in India, but also in foreign countries. It influenced not only the
Hindus and the Sikhs in Bharat, but it made a great impact on a major section
among the Muslims who joined the Movement. Tvery day, scores of Muslims
entered its fold. Some big aristocratic Muslims were not only its support-
ers but had become its regular members. Exactly in those very days, Mirza
Chulam Ahmad Qadiani who was an eminent Muslim savant, began to write books
against the Hindus and the Christians. He also challenged them to public
debates. It is deplorable that none among the Brahmo Samaj scholars paid
any heed to those challenges. The result of this was that not only those
Muslims who had joined Brahmo Samaj withdrew but even those were on the
point of entering its fold, also turned its back to it. (Risala Komidi,
Calcutta, August, 1920),
